Lot can be returned for full
refund, minus postage. Grab bags must be prepaid.

20%
discount if paying with cash or mint postage.

SPECIAL ORDERS

Stamps not in my stock? There is a waiting list for
unusual or in demand items. Current wait is 1-2
months. Check the DEMAND LIST to see what people
are waiting for.

WHOLESALE

Wholesale approvals (per 10) are available. You can
also order per 10 or per 100 from the wholesale list
available on my web site. Orders over $10.00 are
postage free. Discount of 20% for payment in cash or
mint postage.

BOX LOTS

I've got too much to sort! I am selling box lots of
stamps as they come in and as they are sorted. Box lots
range from worldwide to single countries, and even
parts of single countries. They're constantly being
sorted and broken down, so each lot is only available
for a limited time! Box lots are all postage extra and
are not returnable except for an offer for trade credit.
Discount of 20% for payment in cash or mint postage.

NOW! One Box Lot per week will be sold at Ebay
internet auctions every week (with a reserve bid, stock
permitting). Unsold boxes will be either broken down
as individual lots, re-offered at a lower price, or broken
down into stock. Check out my webpage for details.
Yes! You can pay with mint postage at face (but
remember all bidding is in U.S. dollars) or with trade
credit at a 25% premium.
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DEALERS

DEALER DISCOUNTS ARE AVAILABLE (on cash
and mint stamp purchases only for items in stock). Ask
for details.

Approval and price list dealers can trade on a dollar for
dollar basis - their stock against my stock. Send
approvals or price list and for every dollar I choose
from your material, you can choose a dollar's worth of
my material (adjusted for exchange rates of course).
You can even go first (pick up to $20 from my stock to
get us started).

PAYMENT

Payment is welcome in:

Cash, cheque or money order in Canadian Dollars.

Cash (no coin!), cheque or International Money Order
in U.S. dollars.

Mint stamps of your country. See the exchange rate on
your approval form.

By Credit Card through PAYPAL. Paypal can process
most major credit cards for all purchases. You must
have an e-mail address where I can send the request for
payment. Some availability to pay is available in most
countries. Paypal has now changed its international
customer policy and customers, whether in the U.S. or
not, now pay no fee to use their credit card with this
service. All credit card transactions in U.S. dollars. For
more details, go to https://secure.paypal.com/affil/
pal=shadock%40rogers.com. Totally secure - I never
see your credit card number.

TRADING

BULK TRADING

My most popular trading service. Send at least 1000
common or $100.00 catalogue value for an offer of
trading credit that can be used for any purchase from
approvals or other service.

AUCTION FOR TRADE

As offers for many areas are now much lower than they
used to be because of overstocking problems, you can
by-pass the stuffed full boxes and offer your material
directly at auction through Ebay and get credit in
return. Your trade credit will be the equivalent the full
amount bid for the lot, converted to Canadian dollars -
e.g. a lot that sells for $10.00 Cdn. gets you 10.00 in
trade credit. Minimum bid is my offer for the material.
The only fee is the Ebay listing fee ($0.40 Cdn. and up)
- I cover the amount for commissions and collect the
money. Check out my website for more details.

CONSIGNMENT SERVICES

Mount your own stamps on my sheets to earn trading
credit. Ask for the rules and a sample sheet. Choose
from five different plans.

CLASSIC YELLOW - Mount any worldwide stamp at
the prices you set. No need to use the Scott's catalog
for identification or values. 20% commission on all
sales. Trading credit will be credited to your account

on retirement of the sheets (after 1 year or sheet value
drops to less than $1.00).

GREEN FOR CASH - Only stamps with the "$"
designation on the Demand List can be mounted for
cash. Set your own prices, no need to use Scott's for
identification. 30% commission on sales. Cash
payment when sheets are retired. Payment in Canadian
dollars by cheque. Other arrangements (money order or
other currency) will be charged.

ZERO COMMISSION PINK - Only for categories with
the "Z" designation on the Demand List. Set your own
prices, no need to use Scott's for identification. Credit
to your account when sheets are retired.

INSTANT CREDIT BLUE - Stamps must be identified
by Scott's number and value. Price limited to the
percentage of Scott's catalog value in the Demand List.
Maximum percentage based on the area of the sheet.
30% commission, 70% of net value credited to your
account immediately. 70% of value of unsold stamps
charged to your account on retirement.

BULK CONSIGNMENT - If reductions applying to
your bulk material make the amount of credit you get
too low, I will take them on consignment and work
them into stock when the price goes back up. In the
meantime, I will offer them at Ebay, through my web
site, and at shows. If they sell, you get your credit right
away as well. Ask for details for areas getting heavy
discounts.

MY INSURANCE POLICY

Please note that my insurance coverage has changed .
For stamps in transit, I carry mail coverage of $200.00
Cdn. with a $100.00 Cdn. deductible by regular mail.
For registered mail, insured mail or courier, coverage is
up to $4,000.00 Cdn. with a $100.00 deductible. Send
your stamps with confidence.

DEMAND LIST

PART A - STOCK LIST

Listed below is an outline of my current stock-in-trade.
It gives a good idea of what I have in stock and what I
need immediately. My approval sheet stock is sorted in
envelopes which are the same ones that I use for
mailings, and each envelope is labeled with what it
contains. HEADINGS IN BOLD TYPE LIKE THIS
are general headings, and my stock is not sorted to
generally include these issues, although there may be a
few sheets with these headings. HEADINGS IN
REGULAR TYPE LIKE THIS indicate envelopes that
exist. [ITEMS IN SQUARE BRACKETS LIKE THIS]
indicate how the above heading will be broken down in
the future. There may be envelopes labeled with this
heading, but they may only contain a few sheets that
conform to the heading. HEADINGS IN ITALIC TYPE
LIKE THIS do not have separate envelopes, and are not
planned for the future. They merely indicate things that
have been requested from me. ITEMS THAT ARE
UNDERLINED LIKE THIS are recent changes.

Each category is rated on this scale AA-70-100-Z-$

The first letter is DEMAND, or how many customers
request this material. A indicates very heavy demand
from many customers, D indicates little or no demand.

The second letter is SUPPLY, or how much of this
material I have in stock. A indicates a lot of material in
stock, D indicates little or nothing in stock.

The first number is the TYPICAL TRADE CREDIT
GIVEN in percent of U.S. Scotts catalogue value in
Canadian dollars. In the example, a stamp with a $1.00
catalogue value would get 0.70 in trade credit. Typical
trade credit can be reduced by OVERSTOCK
percentages below, and by WHOLESALE DISCOUNT
below. Typical usually means the most common
material for this country. Premium issues generally
bring more, but very common material brings less.

The second number is the TYPICAL SELLING PRICE
and BLUE SHEET CONSIGNMENT PRICE. Stamps
submitted for consignment on blue sheets may be sold
at this price in trade credit as a percentage of the U.S.
Scotts catalogue value. In the example, a stamp with a
$1.00 catalogue value could be sold for $1.00 in trade
credit.

The Z indicates the material can be submitted on pink
no commission sheets at any asking price. The $
indicates the material can be submitted on green cash
sheets at any asking price. These replace the old four
star and five star ratings.

PART B - WHOLESALE QUANTITY
REDUCTIONS
The standard offers for trade credit are in the following
percentages, 100-90-80-70-60-50-40-30-20-10-6-3-1.
Trade credit is discounted for large quantities as
follows:
1-10 copies - No Reduction
11-50 copies - One Reduction
51-100 copies - Two Reductions
101 or more copies - Three Reductions

For example, material that would usually obtain 50% in
trade credit for one copy will receive only 40% for 15
copies, 30% for 75 copies, and 20% for 1000 copies.

For mint postage in collectible condition (no hinge
marks or damage), trade credit is generally based on
face value as follows:

1-10 copies - Face +25%
11-50 copies - Face +12.5%
51-100 copies - Face Value
100 or more copies - Face Value -12.5%

PART C - OVERSTOCK REDUCTIONS

credit). There is no reduction if the area will be sorted
for stock within the next year (this list replaces the old
SORTING LIST). Reduction is based on the largest
category the material can fit in, which means the
Worldwide reduction applies to all material if
Worldwide is overstocked, even though other areas
within the subhead may not be overstocked, e.g. if you
submit Germany, it will also be subject to a reduction if
G countries, F-J countries or Worldwide are
overstocked. N/R means No Reduction, you wont face a
reduction in credit for these areas, even if I am
overstocked. Each letter is followed by the month or
year I expect to start sorting it.

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TRADING NEWS
GOOD BUSINESS

I am pleased to report that my low sales out of the gate
this year did not represent the state of the whole year,
and sales for the last six months have been pretty good
(although never as high as I want!). Special orders are
being filled at a good rate and some people with cash
balances are being paid off slowly but surely. The
businss is still down for the year, but finances are in
good shape and I occasionally have some cash hanging
around.

About the only bad thing is my difficulty finding stamps
for customers sometimes. Not too long ago, finding
anything was not an expensive or time consuming
exercise. Things have changed. I'm constantly seeking
older and used Russia for customers, but the prices for
that material are getting frighteningly high. I used to be
able to find large topical collections to break down, but
I hardly ever see them anymore. Lots of mint is on the
market, but hardly any used, and a lot of my customers
collect only used. The market for topicals, better used
stamps and better Russia is now extremely tight.

Over the next couple of months I plan to try to sell or
break down some interesting material. An A-E box was
on the auction block a couple of weeks ago with no

In addition, I now have a very large stock of wholesale
approvals, which contains many many issues that are
not included in the wholesale list, as well as items that
are on the wholesale list at lower prices. Please feel
free to ask for a selection on approval.

MINT CANADA
Yes, I still offer all current issues of Mint Canada, and
those too can be found on the Wholesale List. Current
order turnaround for trade and approvalorders is 4-8
months. Cash orders ship immediately at a 20%
discount from these prices. Prices are generally

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takers, and U box is on sale this week with an S box
up the week after that. We will see how those go,
particularly if I have to break them down for further
sale.

GEE!

I finished the F countries a few weeks ago (including an
awful lot of France) and I am in the middle of getting
ready to sort the G countries. I have so much I don't
expect to finish next year. There is a ton of mint
Germany, boxes and boxes of Great Britain, plus a nice
Grenada collection to break down as well as a couple
of boxes of other material. I expect to be very busy,
but I also expect to have good coverage of all of these
countries soon. Germany sheets will be broken down
by both mint and used issues (Great Britain already is).
Other than the major countries, I think there is some
nice Greece in there too.

OVERSTOCKS

I'm starting to accumulate some overstock boxes, and
right now there are ten overstock boxes even excluding
some "easy sort" R boxes that are mostly or all Russia,
plus some other boxes of Russia that I have room to
take to my next show in December. Right now, Russia
dominates the overstocks, but there is a twist - three of
the Russia overstock boxes are already broken down by
decade - two from the 1980s and one from the 1970s.
A U overstock box is on sale right now, so there is no
reduction, and an S box is on sale next week, so that
should eliminate that overstock. However, if they don't
sell, they will be back on the overstock list very soon.
With the G countries now being sorted, G is also
eligible for overstock (although F-J isn't now). A-E
was overstocked earlier this month, and is likely to be
overstocked again in the near future.

As such, the overstock list is likely to fluctuate wildly
over the next several months. Here is my best estimate
of what's going to happen.

Worldwide - Not currently overstocked, with only one
part full box right now. All the worldwide should be
sorted over the December 6, 2008, weekend. No
reductions in the foreseeable future.

A-E countries - Not currently overstocked and no full
boxes. However, boxes are filling up fast and not
selling well. Expect reductions up to 90% for the
foreseeable future, but should usually not be on the
overstock list. This applies to all the single letter boxes
A,B,C,D and E as none of them will have a reduction
greater than 90% of course, but may have their own
reductions.

F-J Countries - Currently empty and right at the top of
the sorting rotation. No reductions in the forseeable
future.

F Countries - Near the bottom of the sorting rotation,
but filling up slowly. No reductions in the forseeable
future.

G Countries - Currently being sorted, so right at the end
of the sorting rotation, but at the top of the auction
rotation. I move a lot of G countries through the boxes,

so reductions will be in place for temporary overstocks
frequently in 2009, although there is probably no
possibility of an overstock until late February or even
later. Expect to see reductions in the later half of 2009.

H Countries - Not overstocked and at the top of the
sorting rotation. No reductions for the forseeable
future.

I Countries - Lots of part boxes, but now filling up
slowly (that wasn't the case in the past). Sorting in
2009 or 2010, so close to the top of the sorting list.
Unlikely to be overstocked until late 2010.

J Countries - Three part boxes and near the top of the
sorting list. Not likely to be overstocked until 2011 or
later.

K-Q Countries - Only one part box at the present time,
and filling up slowly. Not likely to be overstocked
anytime soon.

K-L Countries - Not overstocked, unlikely to be
overstocked any time in the near future. Outlook -
same as for K-Q countries overall.

M Countries - A few part boxes and lots of material
working its way through to this point. Might be
overstocked later this year, but probably will be in the
middle of the sorting list. Not likely to be overstocked
any time soon..

N Countries - Some part boxes, but nothing to worry
about. Might fill up sooner or later, but I hope it will
be at the top of the sorting list by then. Not likely to be
overstocked any time soon.

OPQ Countries - Several part boxes, including Poland
and Philippines. Filling up more slowly than usual.
However, still quite a way from being sorted for sale. I
don't expect it to be overstocked anytime soon.

R-Z Countries - No full boxes and generally near the
top of the sorting rotation. Unlikely to be overstocked
any time soon.

R Countries - Several full boxes, but all easy to sort.
Possibility of overstock, but unlikely for next several
months.

Russia - Currently overstocked and expected to remain
that way until about September 2010 when it will be
within the one year of sorting. Most Russia boxes are
sorted into other full Russia boxes broken down by
decade, which are now overstocked as well. Current
reduction is 40%, but I expect that to rise to 50% very
soon, and may possibly reduced up to 70% depending
on how the Russia boxes broken down by decade do at
auction.

S Countries - Currently overstocked with a 90%
reduction. Fill up fairly fast, but usually get auctioned
off within a few weeks. However, as R-Z boxes are
sorted, S countries fall behind the R countries and
create new overstocks. Expect frequent 90% reductions
until at least 2013.

T Countries - Not overstocked, and rarely is. Would be
ahead of the R countries in the auction rotation.
Outlook - no reduction for forseeable future.
